Stage 2 - The Rocks Walking Tour Excursion

Dear Parents and Carers,

Stage 2 students will be taking part in an excursion to The Rocks, Sydney on Thursday 27th June
2024. The excursion has been planned to supplement and enhance student learning in the key
learning areas of Human Society and its Environment (HSIE), History and English.

At the excursion, students will be met by fully trained guides who will take them on a walking tour
around Sydney’s oldest neighbourhood, The Rocks. Tour content is tailored to the current syllabus
and focuses on the history and heritage of The Rocks, Millers Point and Circular Quay. These
historically significant precincts provide a valuable outdoor educational experience that encourages
ongoing learning about our fascinating past and present heritage. Images, early photographs, maps,
and sketches are utilised throughout the tour to contrast past and present and stir the imagination.
Students will also be encouraged to:

e Discuss accounts of past times, expressed through events and the interpretation of
significant sites.

e Observe and analyse the heritage of Sydney’s past and present.

e Identify the stories and events that relate to the interaction between the people that lived in
this unique built environment.
